ITINERARY for TYPICAL DAY FOR PET RESORT GUESTS & ACADEMY KIDS

6-7 a.m.  Wake up call, unless special request has been made for late sleepers.

 Everyone goes outdoors to the covered suites to meet the day.  Fresh water

 is served.  Everyone gets a “cookie” (dog biscuit) after they perform the “off                     request” (all four feet on the ground) 

8-9 a.m.    Most of the Daycare Academy dog kids have arrived and they have a social hour to get re acquainted. Guests requesting bath & body therapy are bathed using only the highest quality products, (Such as equal to human Paul Mitchell products) a deep hair root and scalp conditioning massage, manicure and pedicure, and gentle ear cleaning.  The hair is blow dryed with the show dog dryer.

 9:30 a.m.   Breakfast for the youngsters requiring more meals than adults.  Everyone else gets another cookie for doing the “off request”.

10:00-4:00 Day academy dogs and pups go through various training programs and classes depending on his or her grade level.  Kindergarteners do puppy training and exercises while the more experienced dogs tweak their on and off lead skills, tricks, and games.

4-5 pm  Most dogs checking out leave at this time unless special request are made  Special request are welcome and are no additional charge.

5:00-7:00    Free time to play with toys, dog chat room, or playground time for social ones.  Some prefer a nap and listen to jazz, classical, or watch a little T.V. in the nap/sleep room.

7:00    All guest eat dinner together.  Desert (a few more cookies) is served again after performing the “off request”.

7-9 pm Free time again.  Play, nap, swim, or visit with dog friends.

9pm Bedtime.  Everyone comes in and goes to his or her own bed.  Lights out at 9:10 and quiet request is made.

DAILY

All guests get room service, a cookie is placed on the bed for when they nap or retire for the evening. Guests are exercised as much as they want (weather permitting).  Playground is open all day.  Small wading pools are available on warm days for anyone who wants to skinny dip. All outdoor suites and cleaned several times daily and fresh water provided.  Parents may provide bottled water, special meals, toys, or treats.
